
Task: 
Now you have studied the plague of 1665 in detail,  you need to create a poster 
showing your summary of the plague.  Using your work from the previous lessons,  
create your poster to allow a Primary school child to understand the plague.  
 
What should you include? 
What you have in your poster is your decision.  However,  it is important to show 
many different things about the plague.  Make sure you remember the poster is for 
a younger child who has not studied the plague yet.  
 
 

Remember to put the title and your name clearly on your poster 

You could draw and explain all the 
different things people thought 

caused the plague,  and then draw 
what really caused the plague. 

You could explain who the Lord 
Mayor of London was,  and then 
show all the people he used to 

try and control the plague.  

You could draw a big picture 
showing a street in 1665,  and 

then show all the different 
things to do with the plague.  

You could present your diary 
extracts with lots of different 
colours and drawings to show 

what life was like 

You could show an explanation of 
how the plague spread and then 

how the plague died out.  

OR think up something yourself.  
It needs to be clear,  so younger 
children can easily understand it!
