Hint - Remember many of the slaves had no idea of the ways and fashions

of white people therefore everything was alien to them. Use symbolism to
describe things.






You are now a slave in a plantation. Write a diary extract about life on
the plantation. Think about what your job is and what it is like to be a
slave. Do you resist, if so how? You can include things you may hear about
e.g. the Dredd Scott case and what that would mean for you.






It is now the time of the Civil War. You can either still be slave on a
plantation listening about the war from other people - what it means for

you, or you can be a runaway slave and tell of your journey to go north and
perhaps help them fight. (Perhaps write about your resistance to slavery.)
